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Directions to PortSide NewYork and the tanker Mary A Whalen.
The Mary A. Whalen is on the south side of Pier 9B (opposite the street end of DeGraw Street) in the “Red Hook Marine Terminal”.  This is NOT the Cruise Terminal.

Use entrance at the corner of Van Brunt Street, Summit Street and westbound Hamilton Avenue (not eastbound Hamilton Avenue and Van Brunt Street which is one block south):

· You need a photo ID to enter the port. 

· Bring TWIC card. If you have no TWIC card, we will meet you at the gate.
CAR via Brooklyn Bridge from Manhattan (Driving is 15 minutes from City Hall)

Brooklyn Bridge to Cadman Plaza exit, right at bottom of ramp, follow road as it turns down to the river, as if you were going to the River Cafe. Just before the river, take a left onto Furman St.  Take Furman until you cross Atlantic Avenue.  

Take Furman across Atlantic Avenue where Furman takes a bend and is renamed Columbia, take Columbia about 6 more blocks to the 3rd light at Degraw Street and take right.  One block later, you will be forced left onto Van Brunt Street. (If you miss Degraw, take any right and go one block to Van Brunt.)
The first light is Hamilton Avenue, and the entrance to RED HOOK MARINE TERMINAL is a switchback at that light at a gap in the fence that is just before Summit Street which runs in front of a big industrial brick building that says GOLTEN MARINE

CAR via BQE from Queens/New England/North Shore Long Island
Exit at Atlantic Avenue, the exit after Brooklyn Bridge.

Left at end of ramp onto Columbia. Take Columbia about 6 more blocks to the 3rd light at Degraw Street and take right.  One block later, you will be forced left onto Van Brunt Street.  (If you miss Degraw, take any right and go one block to Van Brunt.)  The first light is Hamilton Avenue, and the entrance to RED HOOK MARINE TERMINAL is a switchback at that light at a gap in the fence that is just before Summit Street which runs in front of a big industrial brick building that says GOLTEN MARINE.
CAR via Brooklyn Battery Tunnel from Manhattan:
Get on right side of tunnel, exit towards right at Hamilton Avenue. Stay in left lane once on Hamilton Avenue and at the first light (Clinton Street) take a left under the BQE.  Follow Hamilton Avenue to the end. It dead ends at Van Brunt Street at the entrance to the Red Hook Container Terminal.  Entrance is slightly to your right, a driveway between two fences underneath a blue sign 40' long that says RED HOOK MARINE TERMINAL.
CAR from BQE/Belt Parkway coming from Staten Island:

Take Hamilton Avenue exit, stay way right on the ramp so that you don't get stuck in flow of cars going into the Brooklyn Battery Tunnel.  The ramp dumps you onto Hamilton Avenue, stay in the center of traffic flow.  Take Hamilton Avenue about 2 blocks after the tunnel entrance to a T-junction with Van Brunt Street. Entrance is slightly to your right, a driveway between two fences underneath a blue sign about 30' long that says RED HOOK MARINE TERMINAL.
SUBWAY & BUS: A or F train & B61 bus
Take A or F train to Jay Street Borough hall.  Go up the stairs at mid train. That puts you out on the street underneath the corner of a building surrounded by scaffolding.  The B61 bus line was cut in half in 2010, so our half of the B61 bus is no longer right upstairs from the subway. Cross the street and go right on Jay Street a block and a half. Take the 61 bus to Red Hook/IKEA. Get off at the Hamilton Avenue stop. Enter the terminal under a 40’ blue sign way high up higher than a tractor trailer truck. It says RED HOOK MARINE TERMINAL.    
SUBWAY: F + G Trains and pedestrian bridge over BQE that isn't on many maps:
Starting June 20th and continuing through March 2012, the Smith-9th Street station will close completely for rehabilitation, so you need to get off at Carroll Street.  Get off front of train exit if you were coming from Manhattan, rear of train exit if you were coming from Brooklyn.  Due to work at the Carroll St station the exits keep changing, we ask you to find the corner of 2nd Place. Take a right on 2nd Place, walk 3 blocks to Henry Street. Right on Henry, left on Summit Street which is the extension of 1st Place. Cross the BQE via the pedestrian bridge that is slightly to your right at the end of the first block. Walk down Summit Street two blocks to Van Brunt. Right at the first light (it is kind of a switchback) under the sign that says RED HOOK MARINE TERMINAL

BIKE & SUBWAY: F + G Trains
Starting June 20th and continuing through March 2012, the Smith-9th Street station will close completely for rehabilitation, so you need to get off at Carroll Street.  Get off front of train exit if you were coming from Manhattan, rear of train exit if you were coming from Brooklyn.  Due to work at the Carroll St station the exits keep changing, so we ask you to find the corner of 2nd Place. Take 2nd Place two blocks to Clinton Street, take a right.  Go five blocks and turn left onto Sackett Street. Go four blocks until it dead-ends onto Van Brunt Street. Take a left.  Go to the first light at Hamilton Avenue, the entrance to the Red Hook Container Terminal.  
The shortest bike route from the F is down Hamilton Avenue, but that has heavy traffic. We recommend the Sackett Street entrance to Red Hook.
SHUTTLE/ WATER TAXI & BUS: IKEA Shuttle or Water Taxi & Bus- B61

IKEA has a complimentary shuttle that runs to Smith & 9th, 4th & 9th, and Borough Hall subway stations every 30 minutes from 3-9pm Monday thru Friday, and every 20 minutes from 11am-9pm Saturday and Sunday. They also have a water taxi service from Pier 11 in Manhattan to the IKEA pier. It is a 20-minute walk or 10-minute bus ride from IKEA to the Red Hook Container Terminal.
From IKEA, take the B61 Bus- Park Slope-Downtown Brooklyn from Beard Street - Otsego Street in direction to Downtown Bklyn Fulton Mall. Arrive at the corner of Van Brunt St - Hamilton Av, walk to the first light at Hamilton Avenue; the entrance to the Red Hook Container Terminal is under a 40’ blue sign that says RED HOOK MARINE TERMINAL.

BUS: B61 Bus- Park Slope-Downtown Brooklyn
The B61 bus route operates between South Park Slope and Fulton Mall near the Jay Street – MetroTech subway station in Downtown Brooklyn via Prospect Park West (to 20th Street), 9th  Street, Van Brunt Street, Columbia Street and Atlantic Avenue at all times. The nearest stop is at the corner of Van Brunt St - Hamilton Av where the entrance to the Red Hook Container Terminal is under a 40’ blue sign that says RED HOOK MARINE TERMINAL.
BY WATER

New York Water Taxi: This runs limited hours (only late afternoon and evenings on weekdays) and the schedule changes, so we recommend you look up the schedule at www.nywatertaxi.com/ikeascheduleweekends/  and www.nywatertaxi.com/ikeascheduleweekdays/.   You can walk or take the bus from the ferry to the containerport.  The bus will save you walking but not much time.  Take the B61 bus in front of IKEA or walk left out of IKEA on Beard Street, take a right on Van Brunt. Walk north on Van Brunt about 15 blocks to the 2nd light at Hamilton Avenue, the entrance to Red Hook Container Terminal.
